This
all begins with a Pre-K Application. Each Blount County
elementary school with a Pre-K class (see list to the left)
will be accepting applications on Friday, April 5, 2024
from 8:00 am to 2:00 pm. You do not have to be zoned
for a school to apply to go to Pre-K there. Our staff will
be on hand to assist with completing the necessary
forms, answer any questions, and to share a bit about
our program.

Children will be chosen based on most
areas of need.
